You don’t have to go far to unplug. Ripley is full of outdoor fun, from quiet lakes to peaceful
streams. The area has more than ten stocked lakes and several streams ready for fishing.
Jackson County is also one of West Virginia’s longtime leaders for deer and turkey harvests.
Kayakers can enjoy over twenty miles along the Mill Creek Water Trail, and more than a dozen
hiking paths stretch across the county.

Fishing
Elk Fork Lake features 278 acres for fishing and kayaking. 
Other popular spots include Rollins Lake, a 40-acre site.
Obrien Lake is a 217 acre site located at Statts Mill. 
Woodrum Lake in Southern Jackson County covers 240
acres with 18 miles of shoreline.

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Hunting, Hiking, & Mill Creek Water Trail
Jackson County features public hunting areas at the Woodrum Lake Wildlife Management
and Frozen Camp Wildlife Management.  Hog Haven is a 200-acre game preserve located
near Kenna.  Hunting experiences include five ram varieties and hogs weighing up to 300 lbs.  
Trophy Whitetails is a 600-acre whitetail preserve paradise located in Goldtown.

The 22-mile Mill Creek Water Trail is growing in popularity among kayakers and canoeists.  For

The Appalachian foothills of Jackson County offer some good opportunities to wander and
explore nature.  Multiple hiking and biking locations may be found across the county.  Some
of the more challenging courses are situated at Parchment Valley Conference Center.  Cedar
Lakes conference Center has trails around the tranquil upper lakes.  Ripley also offers a bike
trail located near the WalMart Shopping Plaza.  New in 2026, Ripley has Patriot Park open to
walkers.  This park is located on an island behind McCoy’s Inn, off of Academy Drive.
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Ripley’s parks provide plenty of space to relax and explore.  Ripley City Park includes a
free splash pad, an Olympic-size pool with a slide, playgrounds, and lighted courts for
basketball and pickleball. West Ripley’s Whiting Park offers soccer fields, four ball
fields, and a walking trail.  Patriot Park off Acadamy drive provides a loop walking trail
and plenty of green space surrounded by Mill Creek.   Cedar Lakes and Parchment
Valley also offer fishing, swimming, disc golf, walking paths, and a putt-putt course
built around a miniature Staats Mill Covered Bridge. Ripley Bike Park welcomes bikers,
hikers, and leashed pets year-round. Please follow the rules posted at the entrance.  
Those looking to play a round of golf, check out Rt. 56 Golf Course, 2459 Greenhills Rd.
